· Inspired leadership and involvement in strengthening communities and/or expanding the supply of affordable housing by public officials and/or citizens
· Had regular communication with constituents about strengthening communities and/or expanding the supply of affordable housing and;

· Has 
· demonstrated a personal commitment and a dedicated focus on strengthening communities and/or expanding the supply of affordable housing 

Areas of Achievement:

May include (other areas of significant achievement will also be considered),
· Public policy formation 
· Educational initiatives 
· Increased collaboration between governmental entities 
· Increased communication with, and involvement by, constituents 
· Establishment of local, state, or national programs that strengthen communities and/or expand the supply of affordable housing 
· 
Eligibility: 
Any government official on the local, state, or federal level; elected, appointed, or career civil service is eligible to receive the award. Individuals honored through this award will have substantively strengthen communities and/or expand the supply of affordable housing through their leadership efforts.
Nominations and Selection Committee:
Each NeighborWorks® organization will nominate up to three public officials each year (local, state and federal).  The nominations must be received by Development and Communications by June 30, 2006. The officers of NeighborWorks® America will serve as the selection committee to determine the recipients from those nominated.
The award (plaque and framed certificate) will be presented at the Monday evening reception of the NeighborWorks® Training Institute in Washington, DC in August.
